> Working level of English or French is required.
> The selected artist will receive from I'Ecart:
> free accommodation (apartment, studio),
> residency honorarium 1000$CAN,
> living expenses 500$CAN,
> exhibition honorarium 2000$CAN.
> The airfare is at the charge of the artist.

Application Requirements (1 document pdf) with:
> Portfolio

> Letter of intent (600 words limit)

> Artist Statement

> CV or resume (limit is 1-2 pages)

> Appropriate links to websites, videos, projects, etc.
> Applications must be submitted in English
